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INTRODUCTION

“Thainess” is the spirit that embodies the unique identity of Thailand and its people—
expressed through culture, traditions, ways of life, local wisdom, and the graceful characteristics
and attitudes of the Thai people. Thoughtfulness, joyfulness, friendliness, generosity, moderation,
and sustainability—together, these form the charm that makes Thailand a nation that stands
out distinctively in the global community.

In 2025, The Government Public Relations Department (PRD), as the secretariat of the
Subcommittee on International Public Relations under the National Committee on Public
Relations, carried out proactive international communication initiatives. These initiatives
were aimed at enhancing global awareness, understanding, and a positive perception of
Thailand through both the tangible and heartfelt dimensions of Thainess—by showcasing
Thai culture, lifestyle, and innovation in ways that harmoniously blend tradition with modernity.

Key activities included the “Thainess Power” exhibition at Expo 2025 Osaka in Japan,
the “Playful Thainess” exhibition at the Thai Festival in Moscow in the Russian Federation,
and the “Thailand Showcase 2025” in London, United Kingdom. These and other PRD
initiatives are conducted in close collaboration with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
Royal Thai embassies, and other relevant government agencies.

Furthermore, Thailand’s hosting of the 23rd Asia-Pacific Institute for Broadcasting
Development (AIBD) General Conference in Phuket marked another milestone that
highlighted the country’s leadership in mass communication at both regional and
international levels, under the theme “Media for People, Peace, and Prosperity.”

These activities not only convey the charm and beauty of Thainess to the world but also serve
as meaningful platforms for friendship and cultural exchange. They enhance Thailand’s
recognition on the global stage and reflect the power of Thai art, culture, creativity,
and hospitality. At the same time, they open doors to long-term opportunities in economy,
trade, investment, and tourism, laying a solid foundation for the sustainable “Power of Thainess”
in the eyes of the world.

Equally important, these initiatives foster a strong network of collaboration—among internat
onal media, global organizations, and youth networks—all united in carrying forward the story
of Thainess, resonating in the hearts of people around the world, continuously and sustainably.

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The Foreign Affairs Office of The Government Public Relations Department brought the charm of “Playful Thainess”
to European audiences through the “Playful Thainess — Fun the Thai Way” exhibition, held as part of “Thailand
Showcase 2025” from 27 to 29 June 2025 at Lewis Cubitt Square, London, United Kingdom.

The exhibition was designed to offer visitors an immersive experience of Thainess, allowing them to engage closely
with the creativity, joy, and cultural richness of Thailand. interactive activities and cultural highlights—including
demonstrations of Muay Thai, the traditional Thai martial art—invited participants to explore the energy and artistry
that define the Thai way of life.

Beyond being an accessible and contemporary showcase of Thai culture, this opportunity for participation also
served as an important platform for dialogue and collaboration with international partners. It strengthened
Thailand’s communication networks on the global stage and reaffirmed the power of Thainess as a bridge that
connects people through smiles, happiness, and shared experiences.
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The Playful Thainess — Fun the Thai Way exhibition showcased
the creativity and charm of Thai lifestyles through engaging
and educational interactive experiences. Visitors were invited
to explore Thainess in refreshing new ways—such as stepping
into the role of an English-language news anchor from NBT World
in the “Play the News” zone, trying out the popular Thai horror
game Home Sweet Home, and taking part in a traditional
Muay Thai wai khru ceremony in the “Try to Play” zone,
which beautifully reflects the deep cultural roots of Thailand.
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The Al Photobooth and souvenir-making corner were
among the highlights, creating a lively atmosphere.
Visitors received unique photo keepsakes and experienced
Thai handicrafts first-hand, presenting Thai Soft Power

in a contemporary format.
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@ The event received a warm and enthusiastic response from both the British public and the
Thai community in the United Kingdom. It helped shape a renewed perception of Thainess—
one that feels accessible, contemporary, and brimming with creative energy.
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The meeting with the executives of BBC News World Service (British Broadcasting Corporation) in London was
filled with an atmosphere of collaboration and inspiration. The delegation from PRD met with Mr. Jon Zilkha, Senior
Executive, and Mr. Khalid Abdalla, Head of Business Development, to exchange views on international public
communication. The two parties discussed potential areas of media cooperation and explored innovative
communication strategies to creatively and effectively reach global audiences.
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They also engaged in discussions on creative avenues for collaboration, focusing on the development of English-
language radio programs to share Thailand’s stories with audiences worldwide. Opportunities were also explored for
PRD personnel to undergo training with BBC experts, aiming to enhance their skills in communication and
international news production.

In addition, the delegation visited the BBC Newsroom and BBC World Service, experiencing firsthand the operations
of a global news organization—from fact-checking processes to the use of digital technologies for professional news
presentation. This visit marked a significant step in knowledge exchange, laying the groundwork for future
collaboration in international public communication between Thailand and the United Kingdom.

Both sides agreed to initiate cooperation in radio programming and to allocate training quotas to develop the skills
of Public Relations Department staff—representing a pivotal first step in the growing partnership between Thailand
and the BBC.
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The discussions on the “Thainess Beyond Borders” initiative with Mr. Chinnaphan Roekchamnong, Minister (for Education),
Office of Educational Affairs, and Mr. Pakkapol Lailert, Vice President of the Samaggi Samagom, Thai Students
Association under Royal Patronage, marked another significant step in empowering Thai youth abroad. The initiative
aims to engage young Thais in sharing their national identity through creative media in diverse forms. It provides a
platform for youth to showcase their talents, creativity, and pride in being Thai, while also fostering a collaborative
network between PRD and Thai student communities overseas. Through this effort, the stories of Thailand are
communicated to the next generation on the global stage in a contemporary, vibrant, and impactful way.
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The Thainess Beyond Borders initiative provides Thai
students abroad with the opportunity to play an active
role in promoting Thailand’s image to the world. Through
a creative competition featuring articles, videos, and
photographs, participants express their perspectives on
Thainess in fresh, vibrant, and heartfelt ways, offering a
new dimension of what it means to be Thai.
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This initiative not only provides a platform for youth to express their identities and pride in their cultural roots, but
also lays the foundation for long-term collaboration between PRD and networks of Thai students around the world.
Together, they share the stories of Thailand that resonate deeply with people across the globe. Outstanding
participants were recognized with awards and electronic certificates (e-Certificates), serving as encouragement and
inspiration for young Thais to further develop their creativity and shine on the international stage.
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Participation in Thailand Showcase 2025 in London demonstrated the capabilities of the Foreign Affairs
Office of PRD in promoting the charm of Thainess through the Playful Thainess exhibition, which
presented Thai fun in a contemporary dimension and engaged visitors extensively. This engagement led
to an online reach increase of over 35%. The event also served as a key platform to advance
collaboration with international media such as the BBC, and to further develop the Thainess Beyond
Borders initiative with international partners. These efforts provided opportunities for Thai youth abroad
to express their national identity through creative media, fostering deeper understanding and enduring
connections between the peoples of both countries.
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At the Thailand Festival in Moscow 2025, held on 1 - 3 August 2025 at Hermitage Garden, Moscow, Russian
Federation, The Government Public Relations Department showcased Thainess through the Playful Thainess
exhibition. The exhibition highlighted the charm of Thai fun from a contemporary perspective, offering interactive
activities that allowed visitors to engage closely with the experience. The event also provided a significant
opportunity to establish networks and collaborations with leading Russian media, promoting Thailand’s image on
the international stage in a continuous and sustainable manner.
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The Playful Thainess exhibition showcased the charm
of Thailand through accessible and contemporary
activities, allowing visitors to engage closely with
Thai culture. Activities ranged from reading news and
interactive games to creative workshops, all reflecting
the essence of Thainess in a fresh, modern dimension.
The exhibition received a warm and enthusiastic response
from both Russian visitors and international tourists,
attracting over 8,000 attendees throughout the event.
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In the “Play the News” zone, participants experienced

Thainess in a completely new way by stepping into the
role of an English-language news anchor from NBT World
and reading news in Russian from a highly realistic
simulated studio. This activity offered a fresh and memorable
experience, particularly for Russian visitors, allowing them
to learn about Thai-style communication in a way that
was accessible, contemporary, and creatively engaging.
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The Try to Play and Play to Make zones were among
the most popular highlights of the exhibition. The event
featured a wide range of engaging activities, including
traditional Thai games, hands-on experiences with the
online game Home Sweet Home, photo sessions at the
Al Photobooth, and crafting Thai scented pouches.
Throughout the three days, the atmosphere was
vibrant and lively, with participants eagerly queuing to
join the activities. The zones showcased the charm of
Thai culture in a way that was accessible, fun, and
contemporary.
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The journey of the PRD delegation to Moscow marked another significant step in media cooperation between
Thailand and Russia. The team met with Mr. Marat Abulkhatin, Deputy Director General of TASS, one of the world’s
leading news agencies. The discussions were warm and inspiring, with both parties exchanging perspectives on
communication strategies in the digital era and exploring collaboration in news content, multimedia exchange, and
personnel training. In addition, the delegation visited the TASS News Center to gain insights into international
standards of news management, providing a valuable model for making Thailand’s communication systems more

modern, interconnected, and globally competitive.
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This discussion marked another important step in
strengthening media relations between Thailand and
the Russian Federation. The Russian side expressed their
readiness to sign a Memorandum of Understanding on
news and information cooperation between PRD and
TASS, aiming to promote tangible outcomes from the
collaboration. The agreement is expected to further build
a robust, sustainable, and impactful communication
network between Thailand and Russia.

The meeting with H.E. Mr. Sasiwat Wongsinsawat, Ambassador of Thailand to Moscow, was warm and cordial,
set in an atmosphere of friendship and collaboration. The parties exchanged ideas on creative public relations
approaches and explored ways to further enhance Thailand’s image in the eyes of the Russian public.
The conversation went beyond media strategies, highlighting the power of cultural communication in fostering
understanding and connecting people from different countries more closely.
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This discussion also aligned with the activities of Thailand
Festival in Moscow 2025, held under the theme “Thai
Varieties” to showcase Thai art, culture, and identity in a
contemporary format. The event left a lasting impression
on attendees, set against an atmosphere filled with
smiles, music, and the fragrant aromas of Thai cuisine
wafting throughout Hermitage Garden.These experiences
vividly reflected the “Power of Thainess,” demonstrating
how Thai culture can beautifully connect the hearts of
people from different countries.
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The journey to showcase Thainess across Europe marked another significant milestone for PRD, in collaboration with
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, through the Playful Thainess exhibitions in London and Moscow. Both events not
only conveyed the charm of Thai culture in a contemporary format but also served as a platform for truly “learning
from people”—revealing the diverse perspectives and interests of European audiences toward Thailand.

The London exhibition highlighted an appreciation for the creativity and modernity of Thai art, while the Moscow
event showcased a fascination with traditional cultural roots and the powerful art of Muay Thai. The experiences
gained from both countries have become key insights for developing tailored public relations strategies suited to a
variety of local contexts in the future.

Moreover, participation in these two events helped expand international collaboration networks, including those with
leading global media such as BBC News World Service and TASS, as well as laying the foundation for a network of
Thai youth abroad. This network will play a pivotal role in advancing Thailand’s communication efforts, ensuring
that the stories of Thailand continue to reach the hearts of people around the world in the next stages of

engagement.
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Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, in Japan, stands as a global platform that has drawn remarkable international attention
to Thailand. The Foreign Affairs Office of The Government Public Relations Department, in collaboration with
the Department of Health Service Support, Ministry of Public Health, presented an exhibition under the concept
“Thainess Power: Connecting Lives for Greatest Happiness.” The exhibition showcased the charm of Thainess
through a contemporary lens—accessible, heartfelt, and engaging—highlighting Thai arts, culture, and unique
identities filled with warmth and human connection.
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PRD’s exhibition became the most popular feature in the
Thailand Pavilion, particularly the Al Photobooth, which
allowed visitors to take photos in traditional Thai
costumes with iconic backdrops such as temples,
elephants, the sea, and tuk-tuks. The activity quickly went
viral among Japanese social media users, drawing long
queues throughout the day—even on rainy days. It also
attracted representatives from several countries, including
the United States and Hungary, who joined in the
experience and generated their own Al-powered photos.
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Over the course of 16 days, the exhibition welcomed
more than 30,000 visitors, with over 40,000 online
engagements. PRD used this opportunity to promote
its foreign-language communication platforms,
including Thailand.go.th, the PRDEE web application,
and the social media channels of PR Thai Government
and NBT World, enabling international audiences to
conveniently access credible, up-to-date information
about Thailand from tourism and investment to
everyday living.
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The PRD delegation met with representatives from various
countries—including Japan, China, the United States, France,
Kuwait, Spain, and Luxembourg—to build future cooperation
networks and invite international audiences to experience
Thainess firsthand through happiness, creativity, and the
spirit of friendship that Thailand proudly shares with the world.
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PRD also continued strengthening international
partnerships by visiting the Abeno Tascal Disaster
Prevention Center in Osaka. The two sides exchanged
knowledge on disaster preparedness, emphasizing
practical learning and hands-on experience for the
public. Discussions included opportunities for future
cooperation, such as staff training, the use of digital
simulation technologies to enhance crisis communication,
and public-awareness initiatives that equip communities
with systematic disaster-response skills.
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Meanwhile, PRD also paid a courtesy visit to Mr. Akkarapong Chalermnon, Consul-General of Thailand in Osaka, to
exchange perspectives on international communication in a warm and friendly atmosphere. Both sides discussed
plans to further develop Thailand.go.th into a modern, user-friendly information hub, as well as opportunities to
expand the Thainess Beyond Borders initiative to build networks of Thai and international youth who can share
inspiring stories about Thailand through PRD media channels. This collaboration aims to amplify Thailand’s
communication reach on a global scale.
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The participation of The Government Public Relations
Department in Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai, marked
a significant milestone that showcased the power of
Thailand’s communication on a global stage. It offered
an immersive experience of contemporary Thainess,
allowing visitors to connect with Thai identity in a
modern, tangible, and engaging way. The exhibition—
especially the Al Photobooth—gained overwhelming
popularity and went viral among social-media users,
attracting continuous queues of visitors eager to take

photos in traditional Thai costumes.

Throughout the 16-day exhibition, the PRD welcomed
visitors from multiple countries and leveraged the event as

a strategic platform to strengthen cooperation networks
with international partners. Beyond promoting Thai culture
to a global audience, this participation reaffirmed the
PRD’s role as a leader in creative public communication—
using the essence of Thainess as a powerful bridge that
connects people around the world with warmth,
uniqueness, and cultural charm.
